“The operating performance as well as market research
collected in the past year has confirmed the demand to open a full size Null Stern
Hotel”, explains Daniel Charbonnier.

The current evolution of the socio-economic environment creates opportunities to
develop the business model to its fullest potential. Due to on-going negotiations, the
next Null Stern Hotel location cannot be disclosed. “For sure it is a location where
you don’t expect a Biedermeier bed”, says Patrik Riklin.

The Null Stern Hotel Biedermeier beds have welcomed guests from 29 countries in
one year. The hotel is now open as a museum and is ready for visitors to experience
and discover the birthplace of the world’s first Null Stern Hotel. Museum open by
appointment.
